‘Allamah Tabataba'i used to visit the shrine of Hazrat Ma suma (sa) at
least once every week. He would walk [to the shrine], and along the way, if
he saw a discarded orange, cucumber or banana peel, he would use his staff
to remove it from the sidewalk. During the summer he used to visit the holy
city of Mashhad. When visiting the shrine of Imam Ridha (as) at night, he
would sit in the area adjacent to the side of the shrine (dharih) where
Imam’s head is buried. In a state of humbleness and humility he would then
recite the ziyarat (greetings to the Imam). Whilst in Mashhad he would
participate in the Maghrib and * 1sha congregational prayers led by Ayatullah
Sayyid Muhammad Hadi Milani, sitting in a corner amongst the people
[during the namaz].

‘Allamah had an intimate relationship with the Prophet (S) and the
Imams (as). He would mention their names with extreme decorum and
reverence, participate in gatherings where their deaths were mourned, and
weep profusely for the tragedies that the Ahlul Bayt had faced.

Story n. 2

Marhum ‘Allamah’s connection with the Ahlul-Bayt was one of
complete love. Not once do | remember him mentioning the names of any
one of the Imams without respect. Each time he would enter the shrine of
Imam Ridha (as) in the holy city of Mashhad, | would see him place his
trembling hands on the threshold and kiss it - his entire body quivering from
the depths of his soul.

Occasionaly in his presence we would ask him to pray for us. He would
reply, “Go and ask from Hazrat [Imam]. We have no special position here,
everything is available from him”.

When he kissed the wooden frame of the shrine (dharih), his entire being
reflected a profound etiquette towards Imam Ridha (as). With complete
propriety (adab) and extreme love he would then recite his prayers in a
corner. From the time he would enter until the time he left he conducted
himself with adab.

A scholar once asked Shahid Ayatullah Mutahhari, “Why do you respect
‘Allamah Tabataba' i so much and say may | be sacrificed for him”?

He replied,

| have seen many philosophers and mystics. My unique respect for
‘Allamah is not related to his being a philosopher. Rather, my reverence
stems from the fact that he is an enamored lover of the Ahlul-Bayt. [For
example] ‘Allamah Tabataba'i used to break his fast in the month of
Ramadhan by kissing the shrine (dharih) of Hazrat Ma suma (sa). He would
walk to the holy shrine, kiss the dharih, and then return to his home to eat. It
isthis characteristic of his that has captivated me to such a degree.

Daily activities that occupied ‘Allamah day and night did not prevent
him from seeking intercession and exhibiting propriety (adab) for the Ahlul-
Bayt. Rather he recognized that he was indebted to their intercession for his
situation. His respect for the words of the Ma sumin was so great that even
when dealing with traditions whose chains of narration were weak, he acted
in a cautionary manner because of the possibility that they might be from
the Ahlul-Bayt. In addition, he believed that even the slightest disrespect or
ill-thought towards this pure family should not be tolerated.

Whenever the name of one of the Ma sumin was mentioned, humility
and etiquette would be apparent on ‘Allamah’s face. He had particular
reverence for Imam Zaman [the 12th Holy Imam)] - may we be sacrificed for
him. He considered the position of the Prophet, Imams and Hadhrat Siddaga
Kubra [Sayyida Fatima] (sa) to be beyond description. He had a humble,
reverential and pious manner in respect to them, considered their position
and status to be celestial, and had an in-depth knowledge of their actions
and history ..

‘Allamah was refined, kind, chaste, humble, sincere, lacking desire,
patient, sweet and a great companion. For 30 years | was with ‘Allamah,
attending his classes, participating in his private Thursday night and Friday
sessions, and benefiting from his presence as much as | could. Not once
during this time do | remember him ever becoming angry or yelling at one
of his students or speaking harshly or insulting anyone.

He used to teach his classes calmly and quietly, never raising his voice.
He became familiar and made friends with others very quickly. He was so
friendly with everyone, even a new student, that one might have thought
they were two dear friends. He listened to everyone and always displayed
signs of love and friendship. He was incredibly humble...and did not give
importance to the number of his students, sometimes agreeing to teach only
two or three individuals.

In private sessions he would normally remain quiet and cam. If he was
asked a question, he would answer, and if not, he would maintain his
silence. Occasionally if someone would refer to him as a Professor (Ustad),
he would say, “I do not like this title. We have gathered here as colleagues
in thought so that we might discover the truths of Islam”.

‘Allamah was very well mannered, listening to every individual and
never interrupting anyone. If he heard the truth he would acknowledge it. He
would avoid argumentative discussions, but willingly answer any sincere
guestions asked of him.

His manner and behavior at home was truly like that of Prophet
Muhammad (S) (Muhammadi). He never became angry, and we never heard
him raise his voice while speaking. While he was gentle, he was also
decisive and firm. He gave importance to praying on time, staying up during
the nights of the month of Ramadhan, reading the Qur'an out loud, and
maintaining organization in all things. As a result of his strong, kind
sentiment and extremely kind heart, he would never refuse anyone. One day
he said to me, “from morning until now | have answered the door 24 times
in order to reply people’s queries’.

‘Allamah’s family life was extremely warm and pleasant. When his wife
passed away he shed so many tears and was so saddened and moved that
one day we asked him, “we should be learning patience and endurance from
you - why are you affected such?’

Death is inevitable. Everyone must die. | am not crying for the death of
my wife. My tears are for the kindness, housekeeping abilities, and the love
my wife had. | have had a life full of ups and downs. In the holy city of
Najaf when we were faced with many difficulties, | was not even aware of
the needs and the administration of our life [because she took care of them
so well]. Managing our life was in the hands of my wife, and throughout our
life not once did my wife do something that | said | wish she hadn’t done
that, even just to myself. Nor did she ever not do something that | said |
wish she had carried that out!

Throughout our life together never once did she say to me why did you
carry out that particular act, or why didn’t you do something! For example,
you know that | work at home and am continually occupied with writing and
studying. Asaresult | get tired and occasionally | need to rest and to renew
my energy. My wife was aware of this. She would always have the kettle on
and tea ready. Although she was busy with housework, she would pour me
one cup of tea every hour. She would place it in my study and would return
to her work until the following hour...how can | ever forget such love and
kindness?!

They were loving, loyal
and forgiving to each other to such an extent that we thought they never
disagreed. The two of them were truly like two friends with each other.

Prior to her death, my mother was ill and confined to bed for 27 days.

his grandchildren. Sometimes he would spend an hour of his valuable time
listening to our chatting, or teaching us how to draw, or giving us exercises
for our homework.

‘Allamah valued his children, especially his daughters, a great deal. He
considered daughters to be a blessing from God, and valuable precious gifts.

He gave
importance to his children being well-mannered, and believed that the
behavior of parents affects their children.

Have you not heard of the hadith of
Imam *Ali (as) that ‘whosoever teaches me one word, he has made me his
servant’ ?”

Classes of philosophy were looked down upon when * Allamah first came
to Qum, and much effort was put into closing his philosophy classes.
However his gracious and wise manner and his kindly interactions with
Ayatullah Al-Uzma Burujredi won over some of his critics and decreased
the influence of others.

‘Allamah did not confine himself to the study of general philosophy.
With the establishment of private sessions with prized students such as
Shahid Mutahhari, he began to study Western philosophies, in particular
Didectic Materialism. Together they [*Allamah and Shahid Mutahhari]
wrote one of the best books available in thisfield.

‘Allamah’s invaluable role in making the world aware about I1slam, the
teachings of Shi’ism, Islamic Philosophy and Gnosticism (‘Irfan), and in
presenting in writing the origina ethos of Shi’sim, was a great and
invaluable service that could only have been accomplished by such a man.

An indication of his valuable services is that it would be hard to find a
single scholar in al of Iran and in many parts of the world [today] who has
not taken from the harvest of knowledge and character of ‘Allamah, and
who has not directly or indirectly benefited from him.

The school building was very
small and as a result the late Ayatullah Hujjat had bought the adjacent land
in order to expand his school and build a new and spacious building; one
that which, in accordance with the Islamic style of school, would take care
of al the needs of its students.
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Many engineers from Tehran and elsewhere came and presented various
plans, but every one of them had some flaw and was rejected by Ayatullah
Hujjat. This situation carried on for some time. Finally we heard that a
Sayyid from Tabriz had come and drawn up a comprehensive and complete
plan that was approved by Ayatullah Hujjat.

We were very curious to meet this Sayyid. Afterwards we heard that he
had arrived in Qum from Tabriz, that he was known by ‘ Qadhi, 1 that he was
very knowledgeable in mathematics and philosophy, and that he had begun
philosophy classes at the Hawza.

We went to his house and realized that this celebrated and well-known
man was the same Sayyid that we used to see walking every day in the
alleys. Never did we assume that he was an intellectual (let aone a scholar
of many sciences). With atiny burlap turban (emama) blue in color, without
socks and with clothes simpler than average, he used to go back and forth in
the aleys of Qum and live in an extremely small and simple home.

We were so enamored by ‘Allamah Tabataba'i, and our desire to study
with him so great, that we requested a private philosophy class with him. He
magnanimously agreed and thereafter we were fortunate to be able to study
both hayate gadim and Qur’ anic exegesis (tafsir) with him.

Every day that passed our love for, and our relationship with ‘Allamah,
deepened, because he was a straightforward, noble, polite, and moral man
free of any corruption. At the same time he was like a kind brother and
compassionate friend to us. In the evenings when he would come to his
room, in addition to the regular lesson, he would speak about the Qur’ an and
knowledge of God Almighty.

Greatness and presence, tranquility and dignity, al manifested
themselves in his existence. He was an ocean of knowledge that when
penetrated, could provide the answer to every question. He would answer
guestions gently yet firmly, and with propriety and seriousness. Despite the
fact that our debate and our impudence would occasionaly reach high
levels, never once did he raise his voice, always maintaining his patience
and composure.

He said, “I discussed with this one individual using the view point of
burhane sididgiyin (a Shi’ite philosophical proof of the existence of God)”.
Thereafter, this individual who was a Marxist saw one of his peers on a
street in Tehran who asked him, “where did you reach in your visit and
discussion with Agha Tabataba'i?”

Hereplied, “Agha Tabataba'i has made me a monotheist. He spent eight
hours in discussion with us, and in the process he made one communist a
believer in God and one Marxist a monotheist. He listened to every non-
believer'sinsult yet never took offense and never quarreled”.

In the end, after agreat deal of persistence, the head of
the faculty said, “If you don’'t accept, the Shah will become angry and
displeased...”! *Allamah responded explicitly, “1 have absolutely no fear of
the Shah, and am not ready to accept this doctorate”.

‘Allamah Tabataba'i's Nastaliq and Shekaste handwriting [forms of
Persian Calligraphy} were one of the best and most beautiful examples of
calligraphy. Even though his hand was unsteady and his handwriting shaky
towards the end of hislife because of an illness of the nerves and tremorsin
his hand, the essence of the handwriting indicated that he was an expert in
this art. He himself used to say, “Samples of my handwriting remain from
my youth and when | look at them | am amazed that thisis my writing!”

‘Allamah Tabataba'i used to say:

Many days my brother and | would go to the outskirts of Tabriz near the
foot of the mountain and the green hills, and spend the entire day from
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morning till dusk writing calligraphy... We used to spend all our money and
time in buying paper and practicing caligraphy on it.

Story n. 9

During the days when *Allamah Tabataba'i was a learned scholar, a
shining light, and a gathering place of knowledge and insight...in the days
when he would walk the streets of Qum with clothes made of burlap, his
outward appearance simpler than normal, staff in hand, going to and from
the sacred shrine of Hazrat Ma suma (sa), the gaze of Orientalists and
Western thinkers fell on the clear intensity of his thought and depth of his
insight. His careful scrutiny, innovation, originality and resolute thought
resulted in a growing suggestion in their minds.

The American government requested the Shah of Iran (Muhammad Reza
Pahlavi) that ‘ Allamah be invited to teach Eastern philosophy in American
universities!

In order to carry out thisimportant request, Muhammad Reza sought help
from Ayatullah a-Uzma Burujerdi - May God be pleased with him -
informing him of the American request. Ayatullah Burujerdi in returned
conveyed the Shah’s message to * Allamah. But * Allamah’s profound insight
and sound judgment caused him to prefer a simple life, closeness with
eminent scholars, arole in the spiritual atmosphere of Qum, and in training
scholars in the hawza. As aresult of all this, he rejected the request of the
American government.

Storyn. 1

Allamah Tabataba'i narrates an account of the early days of his studiesin
the following manner:

In the early days of my studies, when | was occupied with studying Sarf
and Nahw, | did not have a deep desire to continue my studies. As a result
however much | studied | did not fully understand [the material]. | passed
four years in this manner. Then one day Divine favor grabbed a hold of me
and changed me and | felt a sense of infatuation and restlessness in relation
to gaining knowledge, such that from that day onwards until my studies
came to a completion approximately 18 years later, | never once felt tired or
reluctant when it came to learning and thinking, and | completely forgot
both the beauty and the unsightliness of the world.

| ended all dealings | had with those who were not part of the scholarly
and academic tradition. | satisfied myself with the least possible amount of
time for eating, sleeping and other necessities of life, and spent the rest of
my time in my studies. It was very common, especialy in spring and
summer, for me to study from night until dawn. | would always study the
following day’s lesson from before. If a problem arose | would solve it even
if it meant exerting myself to the utmost degree, so that when | would attend
class | would be aware of what the teacher presented. | would never take an
issue or a problem to the teacher.

Story n. 2

Allamah Tabataba' i describes his entrance into Najaf and the beginning
of his studiesin the following manner:

When | left Tabriz for Najaf with the intention of continuing my studies
of Islamic sciences, | was unaware of the situation in Najaf. | didn't know
where to go and what to do. On the way there | was in constant thought of
what | should study and whose student | should become, and what path and
route | should choose so that | might become the source of Divine pleasure
and acceptance. When | reached the entrance of the holy city of Najaf, |
turned towards the dome and court of Amir ul-Muminin and said:

“O Ali!l | have come in your presence so that | might continue my
studies, but | do not know which path to take, and what program to choose. |
want you to guide me to that in which there is goodness and moral
soundness.”

| [then] rented a place, and took up residence there. In those same first
few days, before | had participated in any study sessions, | was sitting at
home and thinking about the future when suddenly somebody knocked on
the door. | opened the door, and saw that it was one of the prominent
scholars. | greeted him, and he entered the house. He sat in the room and
wished me well. His luminous face was striking and attractive. With
complete pleasantness and sincerity he sat talking and | had a chance to get
to know him better. During the conversation he recited poetry for me, and
said something along the lines of:
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“It is beneficial for someone who comes to Ngjaf with the intention of
studying that in addition to increasing his intellect, he does not ignore self-
purification.”

After telling me this he left. In that session | had become enamored with
his manners and his Islamic behavior. The precise and effective words of
that saintly scholar left such an effect on my heart that | realized my plan for
the future. During the time when | wasin Najaf, | never |eft the presence of
that pious scholar, participating in his classes of Akhlag and benefiting from
his company. That great intellectual was none other than Ayatullah Hajj
Sayyid Mirza Ali Agha Qadhi - may God be pleased with him.

Story n. 3

(Narrated by ‘Allamah) ...One day | was standing in the madrasa when
suddenly | felt a hand on my shoulder and heard this sentence:

“O son! If you want this world then pray the Night Prayer (Namaze
Shab/Salatul Layl), and if you want the Hereafter then pray the Night
Prayer.”

These words had such a profound effect on me that from that day
onwards until 1 moved to Iran five years later, | spent day and night in his
presence. Not for a moment did | withhold from being in his blessed
presence, and we kept in touch at al times until the end of his life.
Throughout this time he used to give me prescribed instructions (dasturat).
He was none other than the late Ayatullah Hajj Sayyid Mirza Ali Agha
Qadhi Tabrizi.

Story n. 4
‘Allamah Tabataba'i was so devoted to this teacher of his (Ayatullah
Sayyid Qadhi) that when a friend offered him a bottle of perfume out of
sincerity and affection, he replied:
“From the time of the death of the late Qadhi to this day, | haven't worn
perfume and haven't felt like making myself sweet-smelling”.

Story n. 5

One of ‘Allamah Tabataba'i’s eminent teachers in Najaf was the great
Ayatullah Hajj Sayyid Mirza Ali Agha Qadhi Tabrizi, a Gnostic of great
dignity, ajurist of elevated status, and one who enjoyed spiritual disclosures
(mukashaf at).

He, Sayyid Mirza Ali Aga, was the son of Mirza Husayn Tabataba'i
Tabrizi Qadhi. He was a pious, moral, learned scholar and a jurist
(mujtahid), whose friendship and acquaintance | had for tens of years. | saw
him thus: That he had steadfastness and forbearance when it came to the
path and method of akhlag, and that his behavior was noble and
magnani mous...

From among the memorable sayings of the late Qadhi is the following:

“It is befitting if an individual spends half of his life searching for insane
kamil (one of the special friends (awliya) of God)”.
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‘Allamah Shaykh Aghabuzurg Tehrani

There are numerous accounts of the spiritual disclosures (mukashafat) of
the late Qadhi. For example, he used to prepare the hearts of his students for
accepting inspirations from the unseen (ilhamate-ghayb) by providing them
with directives according to Islamic Law. He used to have a room in
Magjide Kufa and Masjide Sahla, where he would occasionally spend the
night alone.

It is sufficient to narrate this one sentence from ‘Allamah Tabatabai,
who was himself such a great scholar and commentator, about his teacher
the late Qadhi, in order to understand Sayyid Qadhi’ s position:

“Whatever | may have, | received it from the late Qadhi, for it is either
that which I learnt from him and gained from his presence, or it is that
which | attained from this path which | also learnt from the late Qadhi”.

Story n. 6

One of ‘Allamah Tabataba'i’s admirable characteristics was his
acknowledgement of the efforts and work of men who contributed to the
culture of pure Islam (Shi’ism), even if his own views were not in
accordance with their views.

‘Allamah often highly praised his late teacher Ayatullah Hajj Mirza Ali
Qadhi Tabataba'i and repeatedly used to say whatever we might have, it is
from the late Qadhi.

‘Allamah Tabataba'i used to often mention the name of Bu Ali Sina
(Avicenna) and recognized him to be stronger in the art of intellectual proof
(burhan) and philosophical reasoning (istidial) than Mulla Sadra, even
though he greatly favored Mulla Sadra and his philosophical style and
ability to change Greek philosophy, as well as his views of the doctrine of
the fundamentality of existence (asalatul wujud) and unity and gradation
(wahdat wa tashkik) in existence (wujud).

‘Allamah Tabataba'i was of the opinion that Mulla Sadra brought
philosophy out from antiquity and breathed a new soul and spirit into the
subject. As a result of this Mulla Sadra is known as the one who brought
Islamic philosophy back to life. (zindekunandeye fal safe)

‘Allamah Tabataba'i considered Bu ‘Ali, Farabi, KHajja Nasruddin Tusi,
Bahmanyar, Ibn Rushd, and Ibn Turke a few of the most outstanding and
eminent philosophers.

Allamah as a Teacher

‘Allamah Tabataba i was one of those rare teachers who acquainted his
students with the whisperings of life and the fountain of knowledge, but at
the same time trained them with the light of love and self-purification...We
have had and have many teachers; individuals who have many students.
However every teacher does not guide and train his students. These are two
categories separate from each other [ie. Teaching and guiding]. Some
teachers teach for many years and concentrate only on imparting
knowledge. ‘Allamah Tabataba'i however, at the very same time that he
taught his students, he brought them up as well, and day by day made them
more accomplished.

What can | say about someone to whom | owe my life and my soul?
From the time that God gifted him to us, he favored us with everything.

To usrash and rude students, he was gentle and tender. He was like a tall
father who bends to take the hand of his child, and walks in step with him.
He walked with and trained each of us according to our individual style,
taste and varying aptitude. Even though divine secrets swelled in his
luminous heart, he had a cheerful open and relaxed face, a silent tongue and
gentle voice. He was always in a state of thought, and would occasionally
have a tender smile on hislips.

Professor Corbin was an inquisitive French university student from the
Sorbonne University of Paris. According to ‘Allamah Tabataba'i he was a
simple-hearted and just man who believed that among the religions of the
world it was only Shi’ism that was a mobile and live sect. All other religious
sects had completed their lifespan and no longer allowed for their followers
to have expectation (taragqub) and attain greater stages of perfection.

Professor Corbin’s relationship with ‘Allamah Tabataba i began in the
year 1968, and continued for 20 years. Corbin saw ‘Allamah’s precise
vision and sharp-sightedness as potentially powerful and influential in the
West and in Europe, and therefore carried out interviews with him. His goal
was that the voice of Islam and Shi’ism should reach the ears of that part of
the world so that they might too become aware of this knowledge that was
intrinsic to the soul necessary for the growth of the soul. Eventually these
interviews were published in four languages. Farsi, Arabic, French and
English and compiled in a book by the name of Shi’a.

‘Allamah’s meetings with Corbin required a great deal of effort and
struggle on his part, as he was forced to travel from Qum to Tehran by
public bus so that he could talk about the truths of Shi’ism and introduce the
true face of the concept of the possessor of the greatest sanctity (wilayat) to
him. But it quickly became clear that these efforts were in fact of great
service to Shi’ism because Corbin recorded these meetings and made them
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available in Europe, spreading the truth of Shi’ism and even supporting and
defending the religion through his own speeches and conferences.

Corbin was of the opinion that because Shi’ism believes in the existence
of aliving Imam, it is the only religious sect that it is still alive. This is
because the belief and reliance on Hazrat Mahdi (as) will always remain
established. The Jewish faith died with the death of Hazrat Musa (as), the
Christian one with the ascension of Hazrat Isa (as). All other sects of Islam
also came to a dead-end with the death of Hazrat Muhammad (S), whereas
Shi’ism maintained that the authority, Imam and possessor of Wilayat who
is connected with the spiritual world and receives Divine guidance is alive,
and therefore Shi’ism itself remained alive as areligion.

In this way Corbin himself was very close to Shi’ism and as a result of
his interaction and discussions with ‘Allamah Tabataba'i and his
acquaintance with these truths, especially that of Hazrat Mahdi (as), an
intense metamorphosis was apparent in him.

‘Allamah Tabataba'i used to say “he (Corbin) frequently recites
supplications from Sahifaye Mehdiwiyye and cries as he does so”.

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Academic Activities

Storyn. 1

In addition to Qur'anic exegesis (tafsir) and philosophy ‘Allamah
Tabataba'i practically brought about Fars writing into the hawza system.
Before this time most publications were in Arabic and importance was not
given in society to writing and publishing books in Farsi. However he
emphasized that society was in need of reading material in these subjects,
and that it was necessary that individuals take the effort to write and spread
such material.

| remember that the fist article | wrote was with his help and guidance.
Today many of those in the Hawza system who write and publish articles
and books, are indebted both to Divine grace and * Allamah’s efforts.

Story n. 2

In the year 1956 Materialist influence and propaganda were on therisein
Iran. The enemies had invaded the thinking and thought of the public, and
no religious article or academic publication exited in Iran in answer to these
doubts or that addressed the needs of the youth.

[In response] an organization made of elite members of the Hawza was
formed. They approached ‘ Allamah and requested that he write an article in
answer to the view of the Materialists. However ‘ Allamah rather than write
the article himself, carried out an action that had a much more lasting effect.
He put forward topics and requested members of the organization to prepare
the articles. Two members of the organization, Shahid Mutahhari and
Shahid Quddusi were the ones who prepared a paper on the topic The
communal life of ants and birds.

Imam Musa Sadr and a few others wrote a paper on The Qur’'anic
perspective on patience and perseverance which was a topic under scrutiny
by leftist groups. Sections of these articles were published, and in this
manner ‘ Allamah also brought about the introduction of Farsi texts into the
hawza.

Story n. 3

After the death of Ayatullah Al-Uzma Burujerdi, ‘Allamah Tabataba'i
canceled a few of his philosophy classes and changed their topics to
something new: discussions on an Islamic government. ‘Allamah even
wrote a number of articles on this subject and circulated them among a
group of jurists (margj’'i) and scholars, in which he emphasized that an
Islamic government has great political power. One of the subjects that came
up during that time and was also mentioned in his classes was the matter of
Governance of the Jurist (wilayatul-fagih) and its relation to an Islamic
government.

Story n. 4
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‘Allamah Tabataba'i spoke of an Isamic government after the period
which followed the death of Ayatullah Burujerdi because there was a
vacuum and a conflict on this subject.

Throughout his intellectual life, ‘Allamah Tabatabai paid particular
attention to addressing those matters which required attention. When Shahid
Mutahhari said “whatever academic work | carried out was in response to a
need society had” - | am sure that this spirit and practice was taken from his
teacher ‘Allamah Tabataba'i.

Narrated from * Allamah himself:

When | cam to Qum, | studied the educational program at the Hawza,
and | measured it with the needs of the Islamic society. | found deficiencies
init, and | felt it was my duty to try and eradicate them. The most important
deficiencies in the Hawza program were in the area of Qur’anic exegess
(tafsir) and intellectual sciences. As a result | began to study tafsir and
philosophy. Despite the fact that at the time tafsir of the Qur’an, which is a
science that requires research and scrutiny, was not being addressed, it was
not considered worthy of study by those who had the ability to do research
in the fields of jurisprudence (figh) and principles of jurisprudence (usul).
Rather teaching tafsir was considered a sign of having weaker
gualifications! However | knew | could not use this as an excuse in front of
God [so as hot to study tafsir] and | continued my studies until I completed
the writing of Tafsir al-Mizan.

Narrated by ‘ Allamah himself:

Initially | carried out an exhaustive research of Biharul-Anwar in order
that | might publish a work on a specific subject. Following that | put in a
great deal of effort in gathering verses and traditions until it came to my
mind that | should write a tafsir. However | felt that the Qur'an was an
endless ocean and therefore | separated those verses relating to the hereafter
and | wrote on seven subjects, until 1 came up with a tafsir of the Qur’an
that was finally completed, comprising of 20 Arabic volumes. In this tafsir,
verses are explained using the Qur’an itself as opposed to the views of the
commentator. And | learned this style [of tafsir] from my teacher the late
Qadhi.

Occasionadly Agha Quddusi [Allamah Tabataba'i's son-in-law] and |
would discuss the cause of [my father’s|] success, and the reason behind his
progress. He would say, “Aptitude is a very important factor in the progress
of an individual. However perseverance also plays a very important role”.

‘Allama had astounding perseverance. He spent many years working
hard at his tafsir, but he never got tired of it. [During this time] he wouldn’t
differentiate night from day. From early morning until noon he was
occupied with researching and writing. Then after his prayers, ameal, and a
short rest, he would once again busy himself with work and activity. This
was despite the difficult conditions life dealt him - the spiritual and mental
blows one upon the other, the unremitting emotiona bereavements, and the
family tragedies and difficulties on top of all this. At five years of age his
mother, and at nine his father both passed away, and the dust of grief of
being an orphan settled deep into his spirit and soul ... [not to mention] the
difficulties he faced in Najaf and in Tabriz...

Yet when a path is chosen and perseverance is there to help, a man's
weighty duties become easy and simple.

‘Allamah narrates:

When | wasin Najaf | found a math teacher who was only free to teach at
1in the afternoon. | would walk from one side of the city to the other sidein
the exhausting afternoons of Najaf. When | arrived at his location my
clothes would be so drenched in sweat that | would enter the fountain [to
shower], and after some time | would go near the teacher and study math.

Truly heat and cold, fatigue and distress had no meaning for him. Thisis
because he took his work very seriously and had strong determination.

He was tall, his
beard was dyed with henna, his turban (amama) was tied in a special manner
on his head, and he was wearing a distinctive outfit.

| replied his salam, and he said,

“l am Shah Husayn Wali! God says [to you] “in these 18 years when
have | ever let you go hungry that you have now abandoned your studies
and fallen into the thought that until when will the relations between Irag
and Iran remained strained and when will they send us money!” Farewell to
you!” | also bid him farewell and closed the door.

| sat at thetable. At that time | lifted my head from my hands, and then a
number of questions arose for me - that did | actually walk to the door, or
did | witness this scholar sitting here with my head in my hands?! Had |
been asleep or awake?! Had the man called himself Shaykh Husayn Wali or
Shah Husayn Wali. His appearance was not appropriate with the title Shah,
nor was | sure that he was a Shaykh!

Some time passed and these questions remained unanswered, until a
letter arrived from Tabriz that | should go there.

In the morning, according to my regular schedule, | went to Naaf's
Wadius Salam [graveyard] between dawn and sunrise, and walked between
the graves reciting Sura Fatiha. Suddenly | saw a grave that was obviously
an important one. | read the gravestone and saw that after many inscriptions
in praise of the deceased it was written: the late Shah Husayn Wali! |
realized that it was the same individual that had visited my home in Najaf. |
looked at the date of his death and saw that it was nearly 300 years earlier.

| was surprised at his sentence “in 18 years when have we ever let you go
hungry”, because | had spent 9 years in Nagjaf, and | was 35 years old. So
why 18 years?! After some thought | understood that it was exactly 18 years
that |1 had put on the turban (amama) and the clothes of a soldier of Imam
Zaman (gj)!”

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Last Days

‘Allamah Tabataba' i had completed the various levels of Gnosis (*Irfan)
and wayfaring towards God and spiritual perfection. He was continuously
occupied with remembrance of the Almighty (dhikr), supplication (du’a),
and intimate supplication (munajat). When | would see him walking he
would usually be reciting dhikr of Allah. When we were together during our
sessions and the audience fell silent, it was apparent that his lips were
moving with the dhikr of Allah.

During the last few months of his life, ‘Allamah paid little attention to
the matters of this world. He was unaware of worldly necessities and was
wandering in another world. He had the remembrance of God on his tongue,
and was removed from this world but attached to the next. In the last days of
his life he even stopped paying attention to water and food. A few days
before he passed away he informed one of his friends that

“1 no longer have any desire to drink teaand | have told them to light the
tea kettle for me in the hereafter. Nor do | have any desire for food and |
don’t want to eat any more.”

Afterwards he neither ate nor talked to anyone, but stared at the corner of
the room with alook of astonishment.
